STATEMENT OF ISSUES OF THE APPLICANT SARAH JONES 

FOR HEARING ON 30TH MARCH 2015

The following issues are only some examples that I have used, to give you an idea of what sort of things could be included – they are unlikely to all, if any, be applicable to you.

1. What is the value of the former matrimonial home? Who should value the former matrimonial home.  Should it be sold and the proceeds divided or retained as a home for H/W or the children of the family?

2. What are the parties’ real earning capacities? Is it reasonable to expect the W to obtain part time work now or when the children start school in [Year]?  Is it reasonable for the W to return to full time employment now that the children are at school?
3. What are the parties’ mortgage capacities?  Can the W secure a mortgage to buy a home for herself and the children of the family? 
4. Has the H disclosed the true extent of his assets and income? Should the Court draw adverse inferences from any non-disclosure?

5. Do the W/H’s parents have a beneficial interest in the property? Do they need to be joined as intervenors?  
6. Has the H/W disposed of capital or income in order to defeat the H/W’s financial claim?

7. Can there / should there be a clean break in this case?

8. Should the sale / disposal of [X] by the H/W on [Date] be set aside? 
9. The H/W received an inheritance from a late Aunt before the marriage on [DATE] should this inheritance be treated as a matrimonial asset?  
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
